» Walk-through audit: In this free evaluation, our energy expert will
visit your home to identify energy-saving opportunities and rebates
available, improving your home's energy efficiency.

» Computer-assisted audit: In a more detailed evaluation costing
$15, we'll also estimate potential savings, installation costs and
the payback period of each recommendation.

A Building Energy Rating System survey is also available. It rates

your home according to the current Florida energy-efficiency code
requirements for new home construction and may help you qualify

for improved mortgage options or increase your home's resale value.
New or existing homes can apply for a Class 1 or 2 rating survey,
which involves an on-site inspection. The cost for homes up to 2,000
square feet* is $480, or $555 with an air-conditioning duct leakage
test, which includes one handler. Add $35 for each additional handler.
At a cost of $75, the Class 3 rating option is for new construction
only and is based on site plans and construction documents.

“For Class 1 and 2 surveys, there is an additional charge of 8 cents per square foot for
homes greater than 2,000 square feet, or 3 cents per square foot for a Class 3 survey.
